TERMS AND CONDITION OF MEMBERSHIP OF ALTON TENNIS CLUB ("Club")
Membership

Membership of the Club is subject the terms and conditions outlined in this document.

The Membership year starts on 1st April 2020 and ends on 31st March 2021 

· unless joining as a new member part way through the year, your membership will  begin or renew on 1st April (provided that your payment has been made in full or you have elected to pay in instalments on or before 30th April);
· your membership will expire (if not renewed) on 31st March 2021, or earlier in the event that you default in payment of any instalments due or, if for any other reason, you cease to be entitled to remain a member of the Club;
· Members who have failed to pay renewal fees by 30th April (or set up the appropriate instalment payments) will be deemed to have lapsed their membership and will not be entitled to use the Club's facilities, enter club competitions or represent the club in competitions;
· Members joining part way through the year will become members on the date of payment in full of the appropriate fee or of setting up the appropriate instalment payments. Paying in instalments does not give a Member the right to terminate those payments prior to the end of the Membership year;
· Membership fees are reviewed on an annual basis.
British Tennis Membership

As the Club is affiliated to the LTA, the LTA offers free membership to all Club members and it is a condition of your membership that you become a British Tennis Member (BTM). Please go to the LTA website https://www.lta.org.uk  to join and to read the terms and conditions of LTA membership. The benefits of being a BTM includes, amongst other things, entry into the Club ballot for Wimbledon tickets. The Club's yearly allocation of Wimbledon tickets depends on the number of members who opt in between September and February.

Juniors including children under 14

No child under the age of 14 may be left unsupervised on the Club’s premises. The parent/guardian of any child member over the age of 14 shall be responsible for him or her when he or she is at the Club unsupervised.

It is the responsibility of the last person leaving the club at any session to ensure that Clubhouse doors and all gates and barriers are in position and properly locked.

The car park is for the use of Members in connection with their membership of the Club.  Codes for accessing the car park, the courts and clubhouse must never be given to non-members.
